LEVI PE/PI Meeting Minutes
December 3, 2013
Attendees: Trish Wood, Kim Heard (LEVI), JP Butler (Safe Shelter), Janine Pieterse (LUH), Ashley Raliegh-Cohen, Amanda Kemphues (MESA), Mark Deaton (LPD), Ginny, Brittany & Kendall (TERA).
Professional Training

· We have 60 registrants for the December 11th training so it was moved to Council Chambers.  A reminder email will be sent, and a note will be put on the community room door.
· LEVI will send a google doc to RSVP for the networking pot luck so we know how many people to expect and what food they are bringing.  Trish/Kim will fill in holes and LEVI will provide drinks, cups & utensils.
· PE/PI members will bring food over to community room during the training break or in the morning to save set-up time after the training.
· There was a discussion around the topics selected for 2014.  LEVI hasn’t inquired with Janine about speaker’s fees and they have not heard back from the COVA presenters (batterer profiles).  If either of those falls through, hosting an in-depth training on The Link is an option.  
· Since there is a tentative plan to cover primary prevention and bystander intervention in Q1 there was a discussion on whether the typical LEVI training audience would find it interesting.  Several members commented that it is important and helpful for advocates to not only know that work is being done to stop the endless stream of clients, but what works so they can squeeze some education in with client’s children, etc.  
· The prevention training should include information around social norming and protective factors.  Amanda recently attended training on social norming and also has contacts at CDPHE.  She will contact them to get a list of potential presenters.
TDVAM
· The group reviewed past TDVAM activities.
· The TDVAM 2014 site has not been updated yet.  The color chosen last year was orange but it was unclear if this is the “official” color or single campaign selection. This would mean orange ribbons, bracelets, etc.  TERA students said there was orange for an event in the fall and it went over okay but purple would be good too.  Perhaps purple/orange?
· JP will create a TDVAM home base website off the SS home page.

· TERA students expressed a desire to have a big event to get teens passionate and behind the idea of healthy relationships.  
· Social media (Twitter) will be used to emphasize healthy relationship messages and respond to negative ones.  JP will work with TERA to pre-determine and pre-schedule messages.

· Posters will be re-designed – even though some are still hanging; eventually you “block them out” because you’ve seen them so much.  JP will rework the design or work with poster contest winners to finalize design (below). 
· PBJ (Peers Building Justice) does not have specific TDVAM plans yet but will be continuing their self-love campaign.  They could do a parallel poster contest.

· A student poster design contest in January could determine the winning poster to display for TDVAM in February. 
· TERA will select one basketball game with a date towards the middle/end of February to do a materials blitz (avoiding Senior night).  This makes sense since basketball games often have themes already, and there is a parent population too. Kendall will talk with the BB coach about orange/purple shoelaces for the chosen game.
·  The idea of showing a moving like Speak was dropped because attendance wouldn’t justify the effort.
· Love, Sex & Lies will be 2/12 @ Front Range.  There was a discussion around doing a similar event at one targeted HS.  While the idea was liked, the logistics become tricky because of mandatory reporting laws. Instead the group liked the idea of developing and implementing a questionnaire around TDV attitudes that would be used to develop a social norming message. (who is doing this?)
· Evidence based programming has a parental element so there was a discussion on how to reach parents.  One suggestion is to put a message on the home page of Infinite Campus.  Ginny is on student advisory and will talk to Mark Mills/Amy Weide.  TERA students said that since parents are trying to back off in HS perhaps targeting MS parents would be more effective.  MESA had a successful parent meeting through the PAC at Fairview in Boulder.  The evening focused on sexting, helping your child create safe technology boundaries, balancing parenting & freedom and cues that your child is experiencing dating violence.  Ashley will ask her contact for the flyer they used to promote the event and LEVI will do outreach to PACs at Frederick, Skyline & Silver Creek to determine potential dates for a similar event.  If it is arranged, MESA will present.

· Electronic bulletin boards are also a good way to reach parents.

· TERA will submit a letter to the editor.

· The possibility of doing a pledge (hand that says no one deserves to be abused) was discussed and the students felt that it is overdone and they sign things all the time without really knowing what they are.

· LEVI will contact the new YoungLife Middle School Coordinator about posters/info.

· Silicone bracelets will be distributed at target high schools instead of lollipops.  They could have the campaign message or be attached to” Love Is” cards.  Kim will send JP company info for bracelets.
Other
· No feedback on coffee koozies but both establishments have been contacted for input.
· A couple of members reviewed the veterinarian pages and didn’t find errors.  LEVI will make the pages live. The second issue of Paws for Prevention is ready and awaiting review by Dr. Muench. It includes info on client profile/behavior, medical history and examination red flags of abuse.  LEVI will send to PE/PI once it is approved.
· One salon has agreed to do a CIO training in early 2014.  Three more were contacted.
· LEVI has the opportunity of putting a message on the lobby monitor at the S&J center.  Options include the standard LEVI message (you can help, we all can), healthy vs unhealthy characteristics or the coffee koozie message.  The consensus was to go with the positive coffee message.  LEVI will design and submit.
